This workshop will be of particular interest to students of
all levels who already attend a weekly calligraphy class or
have prior calligraphic experience, however it can also be
enjoyed by people with no previous calligraphic
experience. Please note this workshop is not a general
introduction to calligraphy — please enquire if you are
looking for an introductory workshop or class

Course aims & objectives

o Take a single letter of the alphabet and write it in several calligraphic styles
o Experiment with repeating letter patterns in different arrangements
o Create a calligraphic pattern or motif using an arrangement of your repeating patterns.




Progression — after this course what might you do next?

Join an ongoing weekly calligraphy class if not already attending.

How progress & success will be recorded

Participants will complete a small project, such as a greeting card, using the techniques learned during the
day, sharing their success with other members of the class.

There are no refreshment facilities available on site, please bring a
packed lunch and drinks with you.

Participants will require:

Students who already attend a weekly calligraphy class should bring
their normal kit, including drawing board, pens, ink, gouaches and
paper (perhaps coloured paper as well as white) and tracing paper.
In addition to your steel nibs you may also like to pack a calligraphic
felt tip, or a Pilot Parallel pen, if you have one (don’t buy specially
though).

If you haven’t done any calligraphy before you will be able to
purchase supplies from the tutor as follows (please bring cash):

o Calligraphic penholder with steel nib & reservoir £3.80
o Additional nib (of different size) & reservoir £1.80

o A3 Paper 12p to 22p per sheet (different weights available).
You are likely to use around five sheets during the day

o Ink50p

Tracing paper 25p per A4 sheet

If you have a pen such as a Pilot Parallel, or a calligraphic felt tip, you
may find that easier to use than a steel nib, but don’t buy one
specially.

All students will need to bring pencils, masking tape, eraser, ruler,
set square and compasses, also a folder for handouts.

All students: if you have a light box, please bring it along but do not
buy one specially.

Drawing boards can be lent by the tutor — please request in advance.
