The course will enable learners to communicate and have a basic understanding of everyday situations. 
Learn how to book a table, order food and drinks, go shopping, ask for directions etc. The course will 
encourage confidence in the development of listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills. 
 
We will learn in a lot of different ways to suit most learning styles, we will use a variety of activities: 
lectures, practical demonstrations, games, Q & A sessions, work sheets, written exercises, individual, pair 
and group work, handouts, re-caps, and revision. 
 
We use a course book during class. 
 

Progression – after this course what might you do next? 
 
It is hoped that learners will gain the confidence to speak Spanish whilst abroad or whilst conversing with 
native Spanish-speakers. This will further develop their skills and understanding.

2/ Talk Spanish 1 BBC (Book/CD Pack) 2014 by Almudena Sanchez (Author), Aurora Longo. Less than 
£15.00. 
 
Social events including meals and cinema will be arranged, they are not compulsory and will be outside 
academic hours (it will not replace classroom time), these will only take place following Covid guidelines.  
Learners will be required to pay for these. 
 
A small English-Spanish dictionary will be useful although it could be replaced by an online one.
