• Practical experience of using calligraphic tools 

• An introduction to various calligraphic scripts 

• An understanding of how calligraphy can be used to interpret a text 

• Practical experience of layout, including line spacing, contrasts of size/colour/script, and the use of 
paste-up techniques 

• The opportunity to work on individual creative projects such as greetings cards 

• The opportunity to develop a critical eye, discussing ideas with other members of the class, learning 
from each other and offering constructive criticism. 

• There is an opportunity to work towards the Calligraphy and Lettering Arts Society Certificate in 
Calligraphy, if wished.

Liz runs an Improvers/Intermediate course at 11.45am on Tuesdays, which is also at Comberton Village 

College. Students may wish to join this class after one or two years in the Beginners/Improvers class.
